COMPLAINT UNDER OATH


Pursuant to ORC section 733.72 & ORC 733.73, now comes Plaintiffs, with the assistance of counsel, and with additional resident-electors of The Village of New Rome, as required by statute do charge the above listed municipal officials and officers with various acts and actions, all improper as a matter of fact and law, pursuant to these statutes file this complaint under oath.  As required by the statute this Complaint is signed and approved by Plaintiffs and at least one other resident-elector, the statute requires at a minimum, of five elector-residents and we have done so with four Plaintiffs and one other resident-elector signatures.   


Pursuant to law this Court is required to issue citations, within ten days of the filing of the complaint, to each of the named Defendants and they are to appear before the Judge of the Probate Court as directed by the Court. 

RELIEF SOUGHT


Plaintiffs seek the removal from office and or removal from the official capacities of each Defendant, considered individually as well as collectively in their actions, upon a showing and decision by this Court that each of the Defendants has acted contrary to law, repeatedly and in such serious disregard for the Constitution of the State of Ohio, United States Constitution and laws and the Ohio Revised Code, that to allow their continued presence in un-elected, appointed office, is abhorrent to the rule of law in our society and their removal is required as a matter of law. 


Plaintiffs seek the costs of bringing this action, filing fees and the reasonable costs of legal council in the creation and prosecution of this case as well as reasonable costs and expenses of maintaining the case, from Defendants, as well as any additional award deemed appropriate by this Court. 

CHARGES AND ALLEGATIONS

Exhibit references are noted in each detailed allegation but the exhibits themselves are not included with this initial filing.  Because of the unusual nature of these claims and the infrequent nature that such claims are brought, under the various provisions of the Ohio Revised Code and Ohio Constitution, the parties have pre-assembled the documents to assist this Court in obtaining a timely and directed focusing upon he claims of Plaintiffs.  These exhibits will be presented when appropriate to the Courts scheduling and case plan, as well as to the Franklin County Prosecutors Office and counsel for Defendants.

The Village of New Rome (hereafter referred to as New Rome, or Village Council) exists as part of the body politic of The State of Ohio and was created pursuant to provisions of the Ohio Constitution (**) Ex 2 and Ex 3, and the general laws of Ohio as enumerated in the Ohio Revised Code (hereafter ORC, **) Ex 4 and Ex 5.  The Village has no Charter (see exhibit **) Ex 6 and thus it is required to operate according to the ORC (**) Ex 7, and is not capable of self-direction pursuant to the provisions and latitudes as are permitted by Ohio’s Home Rule provisions, Ex 8, that would allow New Rome to determine different means of operation in various areas, diverting from the ORC had New Rome properly created and or maintained a Charter.  New Rome is statutorily required to follow the ORC in all manner of its operations (**) Ex 9 and Ex 10. 

New Rome has a history of political, operational, financial and other irregularities and or improprieties and or the commission of corrupt and or illegal operations that have been well publicized and or reported in the Columbus Dispatch, on local as well as national television and radio and that has been detailed in numerous other media over the past 50 years.  Seldom however have the officers and officials of New Rome been required to present them-selves and to be held accountable for their actions and or to be required to comply with the laws of Ohio, laws that they are required to follow and to adhere. Only Plaintiffs have been elected to the positions that they hold on Village Council. Defendants have been appointed by one another over many years. 

This action is intended to demonstrate a list of provable, recent and ongoing actions taken or actions not taken but required to be taken by law and or currently being taken in an unlawful manner by officers and officials of New Rome that demonstrate that these individuals deliberately and intentionally violate the Ohio Constitution and the laws of Ohio, while mis-performing their official duties and responsibilities.  

SPECIAL NOTICE OF UNIQUE LAW

Pursuant to ORC 733.73, Ex 12, the Franklin County Prosecutor must act as counsel for plaintiffs in the prosecution of this case due to the allegations of improprieties by Village Solicitor John G. Galasso contained in this action.  

This action is brought pursuant to (ORC**) Ex 12, sections and portions of the Ohio Constitution (**) Ex 12. 

All public business in government of all kinds must be conducted with minimum standards of honesty and adherence to the rule of law.  This case consists of thirteen (13) separate matters where Plaintiffs claim that the named Defendants acted contrary to law while performing duties in their official capacities with deliberate acts of misfeasance, malfeasance and or nonfeasance defined by the laws of Ohio. 

ORC **, Ex 14.

Misfeasance is: Doing an otherwise lawful act in an unlawful manner.

Malfeasance is: Doing an act, which is wrong in itself.

Nonfeasance is: Omitting to do an act required by the duties of the office.

This action is brought by: The Honorable James W. Mueller, Jr. Mayor and resident-elector in and of The Village of New Rome and Mr. Ed Anthony, Councilman and resident-elector in and of The Village of New Rome and Sally (Jeannie) Frazier, Member of Village Council and resident-elector in and of The Village of New Rome and Ms. Karen Anthony, resident-elector in and of The village of New Rome.  Pursuant to ORC (**) Ex 15, these named party plaintiffs are also joined in the action by the following resident-electors (**) Ex 16, who have signed and acted according to statutory requirements at the conclusion of these documents, verifying there desires by the presence of their signatures to have this Court review the matters presented herein and for the relief required by law and as is detailed in these documents.

Each of the listed persons did work together utilizing in a concerted fashion the LEADS system to investigate and then challenge the residency to vote and to hold office of Ed and Karen Anthony and their daughter Amber Gravely and her two children.  LEADS were used as an investigative tool in this purely private matter, upon political opponents of Defendants for purely political purposes.

Exhibits in section 1. annexed hereto include the sworn testimony before the Franklin County Board of Elections of many of these individuals and the presence and participation of others.  See specifically sworn testimony before the Board of Elections pages 24 through 87. These persons made this LEADS records usage an official investigation.  Please see also Ex 16, which parallels this claim as this group proceeded to obtain subpoenas for records in the furtherance of this official investigation, Ex 17, from Ohio public schools.

The LEADS investigation was not the end of the official investigation conducted by these 8 people working together. Subpoenas were sought for records that the group hoped would result in their discovering some fact(s) to use against Ed and Karen Anthony to get them declared non residents of New Rome and the Ed Anthony off Village council.  This was a political investigation of political opponents.

In the affidavit of Lt. Roger Kerr he states the investigation is pursuant to ORC 731.12, which however is a personal private individuals means to challenge an electors residency and is not a proper function of government (Defendants).  There was no means to obtain any subpoenas from this code provision.

Also note please that item #7 in Lt. Kerr’s affidavit states that the investigation is in conjunction with a request from Guy Reece, Franklin County Board of Elections.  This claim is utterly and knowingly false.

Judge Liston on the Franklin County Municipal bench relied upon these presentations as accurate and upon those of Solicitor Galasso as being accurate and others in issuing the subpoenas, Ex 18.  Judge Liston had been unfairly hood winked by the deceptive acts of Defendnts.

3. Scheduling of a special meetings of Village of New Rome without timely notice and or publication of a Village Council meeting January 24, 2003 where the Mayor and other Council members were not present and the members present accepted the written and presented resignation from Village Council, of member David Plant at the very start of this meeting, but the council lacking the required number of members present to act, did then allow David Plant to vote and to name a replacement for his position on Village Council, Melissa Garay. David Tisler acted as Mayor during these sessions, contrary to law.

5. Advising Village Council that it was impossible to take action in the recovery of funds taken and or stolen as detailed in the Auditor of State report **. Providing baseless and errant legal advice and doing so for the purpose of protecting the members of Village Council, their families and supporters that assure the Solicitors continued hiring and functioning as Village Solicitor.

On Wednesday January 24, 2003 Village Council met and approved the Clerk of Mayors Court salary of $23,000 as coming from the Village Computer (technology) fund, Ex 24.  

Court technology funds may only be used pursuant to statutory purpose.  Salaries are not within that purpose.  Mayors Courts are not even entitled to collect these fees pursuant to the statute but they do, all over the state.  The Mayors Courts then however must utilize these funds exclusively as is required in the statute as higher-level courts are obligated to so use the funds. 

The Mayors Court must adhere to the use plan for these funds.

Permitting voting for and authorizing Clerk-Treasurer Connie Tucker to function and operate in her position contrary to law ORC 135.22, Ex 25 and 135.01 Ex 25 not being trained and certified in accordance with the training requirements and as education and class standards are seek by the Auditor of State.

Contracts and the purchase of services such as plowing and non-financial ordinances are passed without publication and readings as well as other requirements and ordinances and have been so enacted for many years

Hire and then waive required Village residency, to be established within 6 months of appointment, and other requirements of office for Chief Cunningham and then to maintain this absentee status for years. The lack of proper publication and notice of the creation of the ordinance to permit the Chief to live outside the Village is the issue here.  The ORC 737.15, Ex 30, permits a Village to create such an ordinance but requires that this ordinance be created legally and pursuant to procedural requirements and thus the action and waiver are void-able and a legal nullity, whereby the Chief did not reside within the Village within the 6-month period as required by law. 

New Rome’s ordinances also lapsed, if it had ever been properly enacted, when Chief Cunningham, resigned and left his position and was absent for many years and then reassumed the position at a later time, then too not residing within the New Rome.

The document created to exempt him from this requirement, an ordinance, was not properly accomplished in accordance with the notice, publication and other required procedures of the ORC when the Village of New Rome did not have charter allowing it to act in some regard differently than the ORC requires. 

This ordinance even if created properly initially lapsed when Cunningham resigned as Chief.

The Village and the listed parties know of this problem but have not corrected it and continue charging citizens with crimes according to legally insufficient ordinances, to generate revenues, Ex 33.

SWORN UNDER OATH
